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AGREEMENT FOR THE JOINT SUPERVISION OF DOCTORATES

Both signatory universities consent to the preparation of a doctoral dissertation, the execution, the evaluation and oral defence (if required by the European universities), of which will be the joint responsibility of both institutions according to the following terms:

The candidate will fulfil all academic duties in both universities. In Tel-Aviv University, these duties include the submission of a research proposal and defending the proposal according to the university regulations. In addition the student must fulfil all the requirements of courses/seminars etc. as detailed in the Academic Year Book of Tel Aviv University. The student will submit annual progress reports, which have to be approved by the supervisors. Courses and seminars taken at one university may be approved by the corresponding PhD committee of the other university as partially satisfying the requirements in the other university.

Who agree to be actively involved in forming the thesis topic and proposal, and to fully fulfil their functions as supervisors of the candidate, throughout the research process, according to the universities` regulations.
Article 3 : Both universities recognize the validity of the joint supervision thus set up and that of the two diplomas (Ph.D. diploma for Tel-Aviv University). The title of Ph.D is conferred by the two universities in accordance with their co-supervision agreement. This Co-tutelle- joint supervision is mentioned on both diplomas in the national language of the country in which it is issued.
The publication, exploitation and protection of the subject of the thesis and of the results of research carried out in pursuit of the thesis shall be assured by the host research units of both universities according to the procedures specific to each university.
While at the host institution, the participants shall abide by the host’s regulations, including those regarding protection of privacy and data.

Article 4 : Tuition will be paid at each university according to the periods of stay in each, and not concurrently to both universities. However, minimal compulsory fees are required in order to maintain a student status during the whole period of studies.

Minimum periods of residence in each university will be as specified in article 6.
The student is responsible for his accommodation costs and living expenses.

The student must be equipped with full medical insurance /travel insurance that includes medical cover in the event of accidents. Such insurance must be arranged and paid by the student and suited to their medical needs for the whole duration of their stay at the hosting institutions. 

   

Each institution declares that it has in its possession an up to date third party insurance policy covering its legal responsibilities (in accordance with law) in the event of such a claim against it by any third party entering its premises.

The students will be subject to the corresponding laws, rules and regulations in both countries and institutions.

Article 5:  Intellectual property rights related to research and/or dissertations performed by students shall be governed by specific regulations of each University. The institutional ownership of intellectual property rights and other title and interests resulting from the student's research will be equally shared by the University of ………….. and Tel Aviv University. Literary copyrights resulting from the student's research and dissertation remain under the ownership of the student.

 
Article 6: The candidate will reside for a period of no less than one year in each of the two universities. The residence time in each university will be at least 30% of the total time for completion of the dissertation. The period of the thesis preparation shall alternate between both institutions involved in the joint supervision.

Article 7 : The student's PhD dissertation will be separately evaluated in both universities according to the applicable regulations in each. The evaluation in Tel-Aviv University is generally by written referee reports. If the evaluation in the partner university involves an oral defence, then only one defence event will take place in the partner university. However, some TAU's faculties conduct a defence procedure. In these cases, 2 independent defence-procedures will take place, one in each of the 2 universities. The composition of the exam committee will be determined by the respective PhD committees of both universities, and will include both supervisors. 
Regarding participation of Tel Aviv Faculty members in the defence outside Israel in the partner university, Tel Aviv University cannot guarantee the participation of additional examiners from Tel Aviv University. Therefore, the examiners will be approved by both supervisors yet administered and invited by the partner university.

The identity of these examiners can partially overlap the identity of the referees who supply written reports for Tel Aviv University. 
Article 8: Tel-Aviv University will not pay travel or accommodation expenses of the examiner. Travel expenses of Tel-Aviv university examiners will be paid by their own resources.

Article 9: It should be noted that in the present instance:
1. The language in which the dissertation is written will be English.
2 The language in which the thesis is defended will be …………………
3. The language of the written summary will be English and Hebrew.
Article 10: The PhD degree in Tel-Aviv University is conferred with no special grade or distinction.

Article 11: Copies of the dissertation will be deposited at the libraries of both universities in hard copy and electronic formats.
